PARENT MEDICAL FORM - For Co-oping Parents 
Due: Friday, August 1, 2009.

Required of any adult who will work as the teacher’s aide in a CPI classroom.

Part I – Statement of Health. All co-oping parents must attest to the fact that they are healthy enough to work with small children and have no communicable diseases. If you are unsure, please see a physician and receive a clean review of health prior to the start of school.

Part II - TB TEST (PPD Screening) or CHEST X-RAY.  TB skin tests are administered one day with a return visit to the doctor required several days later to read the results. TB skin tests are only required every 2 years from administration date.  Returning parents who were tested last year (after June 1, 2008) do not need to be retested. Chest x-rays are valid for 3 years. Sources for a TB test (PPD screening) include your physician or the county health department.
