Welcome to Centreville Preschool!

On behalf of the Board of Directors and the staff, I would like to extend a warm welcome to our school.  CPI began in 1969 as a cooperative playgroup, today we provide beginning education for over 130 preschool children each year.

This packet contains important information and forms that must be returned to the appropriate board member by the dates specified, or unfortunately, we will be unable to admit your child to CPI.  A checklist of what we need from you, who to send it to, and when it must be received is enclosed for your convenience.

CPI must comply with state health requirements. You should have already received three health forms (blue, purple, and orange).  

All students must have the blue Student Medical form completed by their doctor and returned to the address noted on the checklist by August 1st or they will not be admitted to school.  If you are enrolled in a  Cooperative program, then whoever will be working in the classroom must have a health official complete the purple Parent Medical form by August 1st. CPI welcomes all adult family members and caretakers to work as “Parent Aides” in the classroom, but anyone who works with CPI children must have this form completed and on file. All students must complete the Emergency & Field Trip Permission form (orange).  This is also due on August 1.

If your child is enrolled in the Cooperative program you should complete the Parent Participation form by August 1.st. The Parent Participation form enables the Scheduling Director to schedule your “co-op” days to accommodate your needs and preferences.

Selecting a committee that suits you is another way to put your skills and talents to work to benefit our school community and help keep costs down. Parents of children enrolled in the Full Cooperative Program are required to choose a committee, or one will be arbitrarily assigned to you.  A description of each committee and the Committee Choice form are included in this packet.  Please indicate your choices and return the form by July 1st to ensure that you will be doing the kind of committee work you will enjoy.  Parents enrolled in the Beginners or Non-Cooperative classes are not required to fulfill a committee obligation, but are invited to do so. In particular, room mothers are needed for all classes, regardless of program.

There is a  membership meetings during the school year that we strongly urge you to attend.  This meeting will be held in September; your final class assignment, class roster and information on the Parent Handbook will be distributed at this meeting.
Lastly, a list of board members is provided in this packet.  Board members are parents of CPI students and we want to be sure CPI is a great place for all our children. Please contact me, or any other board member, if you have questions, comments or concerns. Once again, welcome to CPI!
